Position Summary:

Essential Functions:

e Manage and operate the school auditorium (equipment and facilities)

e Assist in the operation of the closed-circuit broadcasting system and daily bulletin

e Set up, adjust, and operate audiovisual equipment such as cameras, film and slide projectors,
and recording equipment, for performances, meetings, events, classes, seminars and video
conferences

e Perform simple maintenance tasks such as cleaning monitors and lenses and changing batteries
and lamps

e Maintain hardware and software, including computers, sound boards, playback devices, input
devices, etc.

e Install audiovisual equipment

e Direct and coordinate activities of assistants and other personnel during production

o Determine formats, approaches, content, levels, and mediums necessary to meet production
objectives effectively and within budgetary constraints

e Instruct users in the selection, use, and design of audiovisual materials, and assist them in the
preparation of instructional materials and the rehearsal of presentations

e Plan and prepare audiovisual teaching aids and methods for use in school systems

e Acquire, catalog, and maintain collections of audiovisual material such as films, video- and
audiotapes, photographs, and software programs

e Develop manuals, texts, workbooks, or related materials for use in conjunction with production
materials

e Construct, position, and design properties, sets, lighting equipment, and other equipment
