PARTICIPATION
a. All students are expected to keep notebook and participate in classroom activities

b. Teacher will randomly ask verbal questions to check students’ knowledge throughout the lesson. Students who refuse to try to answer or who do not attempt do now or exit ticket will not receive credit for participation

c. Students will have one open-notes quiz per unit so it is very important to take notes and study

d. Students notebook must have contents with page numbers and will be graded at the end of each unit

S.M.A.R.T. Goal

a. Students will show at least 10% growth in skills assessed on the diagnostic test by the end of the school year
TESTS

b. All tests are to be taken in class, unless student has IEP (Individual Education Plan) or other approved accommodation 

c. Any unauthorized use of notes or electronic devices during the test will be considered academic dishonesty (cheating) and will result in failing grade.
d. Any disruption of testing environment including talking during the exam will result in student being removed from class. In such cases, test will be collected and next attempt will be counted as a retake.

RETAKES
e. Students who score less than 75% are eligible for one retake within two weeks

f. Any student that refuses to take the test on the day of the test, or leaves the test blank will be graded. This will be counted as the first attempt. Student will have only one chance for retake
g. Any student who wishes to retake, must first take steps prescribed by a teacher, such as tutoring or quiz before retake takes place. If student scores are lower on the retake, teacher will keep the highest grade.

h. Retakes will only be given at times scheduled by the teacher, usually before or after school. 

i. Quizzes are not eligible for retakes

HOMEWORK
j. Homework will be assigned each class period

k. No late homework will be accepted, unless student’s absence is marked as “Excused” in the Student Information System. 

l. Students can be exempt from homework in certain cases as determined by the teacher

m. If homework is to read a chapter or take notes, teacher can verbally examine student to determine if homework has been done
	EXPECTATIONS
(Gateway STEM High School Expectations posted on wall next to the door)
1. Be in your seat and ready to work when the bell rings.  No talking during “Do Now.”
2. Have paper, pencils, and books every day.  Students may not leave room to go to locker to retrieve supplies. 

3.  Keep hands, feet, books, and objects to yourself. 
4. No profanity, rude gestures, teasing, put downs, phones or other electronics allowed. 
5. Follow directions of the Student Discipline Handbook and all school adults unless the request is illegal, immoral, or unsafe.

                                                   CLASSROOM CODE OF CONDUCT
BE:
1. AWARE- Listen and follow directions. You are in school! Listen, watch, write and learn! Use this opportunity.

2. EFFICIENT – Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.  Drivers use signal lights; we raise our hand. 
3. KIND - Be polite. Wait until speaker finishes the sentence. Don't yell, scream, interrupt, or use profanity.

4. CONFIDENT - Don't be embarrassed, or hide if you don't understand something. This is YOUR time to learn. Communicate what you need clarified at appropriate time.


DAILY CLASSROOM PROCEDURES
1. BEFORE ENTERING THE CLASSROOM

a. Arrive on time. Lesson starts when the bell rings and no extensions will be made due to the late arrival.

b. Be in your uniform and have no electronic devices or headphones. 

c. Have your textbook, notebook and pencil or pen ready and in your hands while you are coming in
2. ENTERING THE CLASSROOM

a. Enter the room without making any unnecessary noises. Be aware you are in school!

b. Get your notebook, head to your assigned seat and start working on the Do-now
c. Do not place any bags on the desks or in between desks.
d. The moment the bell rings, all conversations stop. There should be silence during the Do now so, everyone can concentrate.
3. TARDY/LATE ARRIVAL

a. Tardiness for student is defined by students who are not seated in their assigned seats by the time the bell stops ringing. If the door is closed, you are tardy. Tardy students must have a pass to enter the classroom.
b. If you are late and have a pass, sign the tardy sheet, take your notebook and start working quietly and do not talk to anyone. If you missed any of the activities do not interrupt any students who are working. There will be  no extension of time for students who came in late. 
4. ASSIGNED SEATS

a. Assigned seats are necessary to ensure effective instruction. 

b. Teacher will assign seats to every student and can change decision at any time without the notice
c. We have limited space and assigned seating ensures that everyone is placed so it is best for the classroom

d. Teacher decides where students sit as he. Any argument or refusal to sit in an assigned seat that results in disruption or loss of instructional time is discipline related issue, and will be referred to the administration

5. TRANSITIONS
a. Switching from one activity to another should be done as fast as possible. We will practice this

Listen to teacher’s instructions and be efficient. The faster we transition, the more time is left for practice

6. SOUND LEVELS

	DO NOW – 0 sound level is zero, no questions will be answered REVIEW- 1 low volume conversation is OK about math problems

LECTURE AND NOTES – 0 sound level is zero, students write notes, questions are not answered at this time

GUIDED PRACTICE – 1 low volume conversation is OK as long as it is about math problems

INDIVIDUAL WORK –0 sound level is zero, raise your hand and teacher will come if you have a brief question

EXIT TICKETS – 0 sound level zero
	COMPUTER LAB – 0 sound level is zero, low volume OK if working in groups

DISMISSAL – 0  Teacher will dismiss the class. Sound level zero.
TESTS/QUIZZES- 0  sound level zero, no questions will be answered; talking during this time will result in zero points

GROUP ACTIVITIES/DISCUSSIONS – 1,2 ok to talk in low voice about the topic
 HALLWAY - 0




7. SOUND LEVELS

a. Teacher dismisses the class, not the bell.

b. Every student will clean up their area, straighten the desk, turn in all materials, put away notebooks and folders and sit in their seat until teacher dismisses the class. 
c. Students are not allowed to stand by the door before the bell rings.

d. If you are repeatedly at the door before the bell it is considered discipline issue and will be referred to the administration.
8. HALL PASS
As a rule, hall passes for restroom and drinking water will NOT be issued. Students should use restroom between classes and during lunch

Students who participate will have 3 free passes each quarter, issued at teacher’s discretion. Students who do not participate (not working, sleeping, tardy, no materials required for class etc.) will not be permitted to use the pass. Students may not leave the room first or last 10 minutes of the class. Exception: students with documented medical condition by a physician 
9. NURSE’S OFFICE
       Whenever it becomes necessary for a student   to go to the nurse’s office teachers will issue a pass according to the policy for   issuing hall passes stated above. The nurse will not dispense Tylenol or aspirin. Students are to store their prescription medication with the nurse and should take that medicine between classes or at lunch. 
10. ABSENCE
a. Students are responsible for the work they missed due to the absence. 
b. If your absence was excused, missed work will be accepted. If your absence was not excused, late work will not be accepted. 

c. If you missed a test it is your responsibility to schedule the time for makeup. Quizzes are not eligible for retakes

11. ELECTRONIC DEVICES – BYOD (Bring Your Own Device) policies

1. Red Sign – NO DEVICES

a. Consequences

i. Verbal warning

ii. Loss of privileges (ie, no headphone time, demerits)

iii. Check in/check out phone

iv. Phone call home

v. Meeting with Vice Principal

b. If there is an emergency, it is expected to communicate with teacher so there is no issue.

2. Yellow Sign – HEADPHONE DAY

a. Procedures:

i. Once every 2 weeks.

ii. Select RANDOM days to use headphones (ie, 100% attendance with no tardies, 100% of homework turned in, growth in assignment retention, 75% of students earn 75% or higher on assessments, etc…)

iii. To be used while students are completing assignments.

iv. If students are not working or work is inaccurate students need to take headphones off.

v. Phones need to be placed at the corner of their desk or in their pocket to avoid as much distractions.

vi. If students’ headphones are too loud and they can’t hear us, then they need to take them off.

b. Guidelines 

i. If someone else can hear it, its too loud.

ii. For your ears only.

iii. Put a playlist on and listen to headphones.

3. Green Sign – USE DEVICES

a. Guidelines

i. Will use it for educational purposes and to increase participation.

ii. You will be able to use your device during part of the class, like 30 minutes of a review game or 5 minutes for an exit slip or to take a class poll.

iii. We will usually use devices in teams or pairs or individually, depending on the context.

iv. If you choose to use your device for reasons that are NOT aiding your learning, then:

1. Verbal warning

2. Loss of privileges (ie, no headphone time, demerits)

3. Check in/check out phone

4. Phone call home

5. Meeting with Vice Principal or counselor

CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE PROTOCOLS

Generally, these are progressive discipline steps taken by the teacher. Depending on the type of discipline infraction, order of steps may be different. In some cases of severe classroom disruption, immediate referral and call to security are administered at teacher's sole discretion. All discipline matters will be handled according to standard St. Louis Public School Procedures as well as internal Gateway STEM High School rules.

3. Blatant defiance/refusal to move seat/disrespect towards the teacher 
4. Chronical tardiness causing disruption of class start
