1. You form most adverbs in French by adding -ment to the feminine form of the

adjective.
certain certaine + ment certainement
complet compléte + ment complétement
annuel annuelle + ment annuellement
soigneux soigneuse + ment soigneusement

2. However, if the masculine form of the adjective ends in a vowel you add -ment to the
masculine form.

poli + ment poliment
vrai + ment vraiment
absolu + ment absolument

3. Note the spelling and the pronunciation of the adverbial form of the adjectives that
end in -ent or -ant. The ending is always pronounced (ama) whether it is written
-emment or -amment.
