
Note the changes in pronunciation and spelling of verbs with an e followed 
by a consonant and er (eCer):

SE LEVER SAPPELER

Je me lève
Tu te lèves
Il se lève
Nous nous levons
Vous vous levez
Ils se lèvent

Je m’appelle
Tu t’appelles
Il s’appelle
Nous nous appelons
Vous vous appelez
Ils s’appellent

Unfortunately, we have no way of knowing which ones will take an accent 
versus a double consonant with je, tu, il, and ils, but to memorize them.

The verbs se promener and acheter have the same spelling changes as 
se lever.
