Carter G. Woodson

Died April 3, 1950 in Washington, D.C. 

The second African-American to earn a 

Doctorate degree from Harvard Univer-

sity and one of the first scholars of Afri-

can-American history. 

Dr. Woodson was unable to attend 

school for most of his childhood be-

cause he had to help his parents finan-

cially.  He finally entered high school at 

age 20 and received his diploma in 2 

years. 

Founded “Negro History Week” in  

February 1926 

 

Dedicated his career to the field of  

African-American history and lobbied 

to establish Black History Month as a
